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Chelsea Network Feeder Overloads  
Four feeders in the Chelsea network in Manhattan are projected to experience overloads of 
approximately 3.2 MW, Relief is needed in the network by the year 2021. The traditional 
alternative for this solution would be to build additional conduit systems to accommodate for the 
load growth. Since Chelsea has a network configuration and the overloads are on the feeders, 
there is no one-for-one correlation of impact on the overload due to network configurations. 
Targeting specific customers supplied by these feeders will allow for load reductions through
